
Hell’s Canyon Riders By-laws

ARTICLE I:  NAME

Section 1:


The name of this corporation shall be HELL’S CANYON RIDERS and its home shall be at Halfway, Oregon, County of Baker, and the state of Oregon and the duration be perpetual.

ARTICLE II:  OBJECTIVES

Section 1:


The purpose of this corporation is to promote and interest in horses and horsemanship.

Section 2:


Operation of said corporation shall be conducted upon a non-profit basis at all times.

Section 3:


To sponsor the Hell’s Canyon Junior Rodeo as an annual event as a youth project.

Section 4:


To develop within the youthful contestants a spirit of fair competition and appreciation of good sportsmanship.

Section 5:


To safeguard the interests of sponsoring agencies and protect the health and welfare of the contestants in competition.
ARTICLE III:  MEMBERSHIP AND DUES

Section 1:


Membership shall be open to all persons in good standing upon the payment of the annual dues of $5.00 per member and $10.00 per family membership.  Dues shall be due and payable by the annual meeting.

Section 2: 

Minors shall be permitted to join upon consent of parent or guardian and may vote if nine (9) years old or older on everyday matters, but only members eighteen (18) years old can hold an office and vote in official elections and financial matters.

Section 3:


In order to vote on rule changes you must have attended two (2) meetings during the calendar year prior to the vote.

Section 4:


Provided nevertheless a quorum by the majority vote thereof any meeting of the corporation shall have the summary power to suspend or expel any member for conduct that disturbs the order, dignity, business, harmony or impairs the good name or prosperity of the corporation.

ARTICLE IV:  OFFICERS AND DUTIES

Section 1:


Officers of Hell’s Canyon Riders shall be President, Vice-President, Recording Secretary, Treasurer, Rodeo Secretary and Rodeo Court Advisor.
Section 2:


It shall be the duty of the President to preside at all meetings; to call special meetings when necessary; to appoint all committees necessary in the conduct of Hell’s Canyon Riders and sit as an ex-officio member on said committees.  He shall not vote on motions except in the case of tie, when he shall be the deciding vote.

Section 3:


It shall be the duty of the Vice-President to officiate for him in his absences.  He shall be the chairman of the finance committee, which shall be responsible for the annual audit of the books, and any other duties requested by the President.

Section 4:


It shall be the duty of the Recording Secretary to keep accurate record of minutes of Hell’s Canyon Riders and to keep correct account and records between Hell’s Canyon Riders and the members; to maintain a correct mailing list of all members; to notify membership of any pertinent information, changes, special meeting, and elections; to assist and advise the presiding officers in matters of parliamentary procedure and to assist the Rodeo Secretary in maintaining files and records of the rodeos.  Upon his or her retirement whom shall immediately surrender all records and files to her successor of whomever the corporation may direct.  The office of Recording Secretary and Treasurer may be held by one person.

Section 5:


It shall be the duty of the Treasurer to report all monies received and dispersed by Hell’s Canyon Riders. All expenditures will be paid by the Treasurer with complete records of transactions given at every meeting. Such funds shall be paid out only on the check of the corporation signed by the President or Vice President and counter signed by the Treasurer. Present an annual summary of the financial position of Hell’s Canyon Riders, along with an audit of the books at the November meeting.  Upon his/her retirement, he/she shall immediately surrender all records and files to their successor or whomever the corporation may direct.

Section 6:


It shall be the duty of the Rodeo Secretary to maintain a current record of each member’s accrued points throughout the year; to receive and record all entries from each Hell’s Canyon Junior Rodeo; maintain the files along with the Recording Secretary.  Upon her retirement, he/she shall immediately surrender all records and files to his/her successor or whomever the corporation may direct.

Section 7:


It shall be the duty of the Rodeo Court Advisor to oversee the operations of the Hell’s Canyon Junior Rodeo Court. Duties are to include scheduling of any and all events that court representatives are to attend, purchase and maintenance of court representatives clothing, tack and accessories and full, accurate accounting to the members of the Hell’s Canyon Riders. Additional duties may include acting as a liaison for the Hell’s Canyon Riders with other rodeo associations and their representatives. Upon retirement, he/she shall immediately surrender all records and files to his/her successor or whomever the board may direct. 
Section 8:
             All officers shall serve without pay.

Section 9:


In any matter involving interpretation of rules the Board of Directors shall have the final   decision.
Section 10:

             No proxy voting or absence ballots will be permitted in general membership voting.

ARTICLE V:  ELECTION OF OFFICERS

Section 1:


In November of each year, nominations may be made from the floor at this meeting.  Fitness, ability and the willingness to serve should be considered qualifications for nominations.

Section 2:


Officers shall be elected by written ballots and counted in front of the membership at the annual meeting each year and shall hold office for a period of one year or until their successors are elected.  New officers shall take office when the year’s business is over.

Section 3:


Any officer may be removed by a vote of seventy (70) percent of the membership present at a special meeting.  Any Director may preside at the meeting, especially for this purpose.  The meeting must be requested by at least five (5) members and all members must be given notice of the meeting at least (5) days in advance. Notice will be given to each member by phone or mail.

ARTICLE VI:  MEETINGS

Section 1:


The annual meeting of the corporation shall be held not later than November 1st, yearly hereafter at a place to be designated not later than one week prior to such meeting and notification by phone or mail shall be no later than five (5) days prior to such meeting, said notice containing a statement of the hour, place and purpose of said meeting.

Section2:


The corporation will have regular monthly meetings.  The day, time and location will be decided at the prior meeting.

Section3:


Special meetings may be called at any time by the President or in his absence or inability by the Vice President, or such case of special meeting all membership shall be notified twenty-four (24) hours in advance of such meeting said notice containing the date, time and location.

Section 4:


Two (2) officers, one being President or in absence, the Vice President, and at least two (2) members shall constitute a quorum for the transaction of business.
Section 5:

              Voting method shall be 2/3 majority of members that vote.
ARTICLE VII:  JUNIOR RODEO COURT

Section 1:
The members of the Junior Rodeo Court shall be members of the Hell’s Canyon Riders.  New rodeo court members must be in good standing and follow all the by-laws and sign an Affidavit of Conduct. 

Section 2:


The use of drugs, alcohol, tobacco, conviction of a crime or any conduct deemed unacceptable by the Board Members and Court Advisor will be cause for dismissal.

Section 3:


Court Members will do as asked by the Court Advisor, Chaperone, Board Member or parent without complaint.  All Court Members shall be poised, friendly and display ladylike behavior at all times while representing the HCJR, noncompliance will be cause for dismissal.

Section 4:


Court Members that are unable to attend events, fundraisers or meetings will need an excuse from their Advisor prior to such.

ARTICLE VIII:  AMENDMENTS

Section 1:


Proposed amendments to the by-laws or rule changes shall be submitted in writing to the corporation, noting proper article and section number, at any regular meeting.

Section 2:


The within contained bylaw may be amended at any meeting of this corporation, provided that all members are furnished notice no later than five (5) days prior to such meeting, said notice to name time, place, location and purpose to be considered at such meeting, provided that such amendments shall not be inconsistent with laws of the State of Oregon or the laws of the United States of America, provided further that if amendments are made copies of the same shall be furnished to the corporation, Commissioner of the State of Oregon, and  to the Baker County Clerk in said state and a copy attached to these by-laws to the effect that same are safely preserved in the archives of this corporation.
